The Outdoor Centre

Entrance / Car park fee

Weekdays £2.00 per car

Weekends £3.00 per car

Fees are for car with four people. Each extra person is £1.00. Fees to be paid at main office.

Group visitors are requested to inform the centre in advance of their intended visit.
Windsurfing — One-day course

Beginner windsurfing courses are offered on Saturdays and Sundays when the weather is good
enough. Learning to windsurf is a lot of fun. The excitement when you sail across the water
for the first time is not easily forgotten. Boards with small sails are available for beginners.
Course fee: £32.50 (this includes all equipment)

One-day adventure course

This is an opportunity you have been waiting for. Come and try sailing, climbing, surfing and
archery. This course is intended to introduce outdoor activities to adults in a fun, leisurely
manner. You do not need to be extremely fit or to have had previous experience of the
activities. All you need is to be interested.

Course fee: £22.50

Play Park

The Play Park is suitable for children from two to ten years of age. It is one of the best of its
type in the country. It has sand and water play, slides, large ball pool, play castle and much,
much more. Next year the centre will open new additions to the Play Park.

Group day and residential courses

We also offer day and long weekend courses for groups. We receive regular visits from
schools, colleges and youth groups. There are three large rooms with twelve beds in each,
which can be booked in advance for groups of up to 36 people (minimum 12).

Safety is of primary importance at the Outdoor Centre. All staff are fully trained in First Aid,
and qualified to teach the activities on offer.

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Colleges to choose from:

A) Langdale College

is on the edge of a small town surrounded by
hills and there are lots of footpaths through
attractive countryside. It offers English lessons
in the mornings with activities, sports and
trips to other towns and places of interest in
the afternoons and at weekends. Courses last
six or twelve weeks.

B) Anderson College

is in the centre of the city. Students can
choose from a range of part-time courses —
either mornings only, afternoons only or
three mornings/afternoons and two
evenings. The college has sports facilities, a
drama centre, library and club which
students can use if they wish. The college
does not arrange accommodation.

C) The Park School

is surrounded by woods ten kilometres from
the city. All students live in a hostel next to
the school. There are classes in the
mornings and the rest of the time students
are free for private study.

D) Highcliff College

is in the city near the university. It runs four-
week and eight-week full-time courses.
Students live with families. They spend
evenings and weekends with their families
learning about English family life and
practising their English.

E) The Milburn Academy

is in the city center. It offers full-time
twelve-week courses. Students are also
expected to join in the social and sports
events organized for evenings and
weekends. The college owns several large
houses nearby where students live and
prepare their own meals.

F) The Waterside College

is a large city college which has part-time
English courses all year round. All students
live in college hostels in different parts of the
city. The college has its own sports hall and
swimming pool and at weekends there are
trips to other cities.

G) The Marlowe School

offers two-week and four-week courses all
year, full-time. It is situated in a quiet part
of the city but there are buses both into the
center and to the nearby countryside.
Students stay with local families if they
wish. Every evening during the week there
is a social event for students and there are
trips at weekends.

H) The Beechwood Academy

is in a village about 15 km from the city. It
offers full-time courses. Students live with
families in the village and are encouraged to
join in family life as much as possible. The
village has a leisure center.
